Carol Yarnall is Director of Supply Chain Management overseeing Sandia’s Procurement, Supplier Relations, and Logistics Operations.  Procurement processes purchases worth approximately half of Sandia’s annual operating budget of $2.2 Billion. Logistics functions include Receiving, Shipping, Property Management, Corporate Storage, Mail Services, Onsite Materials Transportation and Fleet Services.  

From May 2006 until July 2008, Mrs. Yarnall served as the Director of Ethics and Business Conduct, overseeing a center comprised of ethics officers and fraud, waste and abuse investigators and also administered Sandia’s ombuds program.  Mrs. Yarnall also served as Director of Executive Staff, in the office of Sandia’s President, where she led government relations, strategic planning, protocol and executive support from 2003-2006.    

From February 2000 until August 2003, Mrs. Yarnall served as President/CEO and Executive Vice President at SMl lnternational, Colorado Springs, CO.    SMI provides services in facilities, logistics, communications and satellite ground station operations for Federal customers. During that time she also served as a Management Committee Member for a Joint Venture, Combat Support Associates, providing operations support to the U.S. Army, Camp Doha, Kuwait.

Mrs. Yarnall joined Sandia in 1989 and served in various positions including Director of the Military Liaison and Knowledge Management Center.  Her center provided product support (field engineering, publications, training) to the military for the nuclear stockpile.  She was also responsible for initiating and managing the program to enhance Sandia's science and engineering expertise for the 21st century.  

Mrs. Yarnall spent a career in the U.S. Air Force, retiring as a Colonel.   Her assignments ranged from field laboratories to base operation and positions at MAJCOMS, Air Force Secretariat and Office of the Secretary of Defense.
